IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

When using an electrical furnishing, basic precautions should always be followed, including the
following: Read all instructions before using this Oasis Berco furnishing.

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GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

This product is for use on a nominal 120-volt circuit and has a grounding plug that looks like
the plug illustrated in the sketch below. Make sure that the product is connected to an outlet
having the same configuration as the plug. No adapter should be used with this product.

A.  White gloves are recommended during installation to avoid dirt or grease transfer
to the Oasis unit.

B. Start by assembling the rear glazed wall. This is shipped “knocked down” due to
the size.

C. The parts you need include: left post, right post, base rail and top rail.

D.  Secure the base rail (threshold) to the posts first using 4 - #8 x 2 12" self tapping
screws. The radius portion of the post should be facing outside the Pod.

E. Secure the top rail to the posts using 2 - #8 x 2 4" self tapping screws. The flat face
of the top rail should be facing the outside of the Pod.
F. Secure header angle brackets to side posts using 2 — % -20 x 2” machine screws.
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A. Install the side walls. Place the panel with the grommet hole in the bottom to the
side where you want the power cord to exit.

B. Secure each wall to the corner posts using 8 — % x 20 x 2” machine screws.

C. Use Allen wrench to adjust the glides in each of the corners to level the unit.

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A.  Connect the additional side wall panels using 8 —% -20 x 2” machine screws Into
pre-installed metal inserts (4 per side).

B. All other installation steps for Team Pod Large begin with Step 3. Note that the
graphics do not show the additional side panels.
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A. The front glazed wall/door assembly will be supplied knocked down just like the
rear wall assembly.

B. The parts you need include: left post, right post, base rail and top rail.

C. Secure the base rail (threshold) to the posts first using 4 - #8 x 2 2" self tapping
screws. The radius portion of the post should be facing outside the Pod.

D. Secure the top rail to the posts using 2 - #8 x 2 4" self tapping screws. The flat face
of the top rail should be facing the outside of the Pod.

E. Secure header angle brackets to side posts using 2 — % -20 x 2" screws.

‘ OASIS BERCO
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A. Make sure the structure is square and all panels line up with the top posts and
frame headers. Tighten all bolts once all is square.
B. Install the door side glass panels into position. Be careful not to set the glass on a

corner or it will chip or break.
i. Lift the left side glass panel into the top groove and then set down into
the base groove. (Use double handle glass suction cups provided.)
ii. Repeat for the right side glass panel.
iii.  Push the side glass panels in towards the hinge plates and door stop
where the door glass will be installed (Step 9).

C. Make sure the frame and glass panels are square. Push the glazing seal (see picture
below) around the top and sides to secure the panels in place. You will need to cut
seal to correct length. This gasket is push in place and will form a tight seal to hold
the glass panel.

Glazing Seal
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A. Install the rear glass panels. Be careful not to set the glass on a corner or it will
chip or break.
i. You can install from either inside or outside the Pod.
ii. Lift one panel into the top groove and slide down into bottom groove.
iii.  Cleanthe edge of the glass facing the center of the Pod.

iv. Install the “I” gasket (see picture below) by removing the adhesive strip
from one side and attaching it to the glass.
V. Lift the second panel into the top groove and slide down into the bottom
groove.
vi.  Cleanthe edge of the glass facing the center of the Pod with alcohol wipe.
vii.  Remove the adhesive strip from the “I” gasket and press the two pieces of
glass together.
B. Center the combined glass panels in the opening.
C. Push the glazing seal (see picture below) around the top, and sides to secure the

panelsin place. You will need to cut seal to correct length. This gasket is push in
place and will form a tight seal to hold the glass panel. It should be installed on the
inside of the Pod.

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The ceiling panel is supplied with the electrical pre-installed.

Lift the ceiling panel into position from the top with the fan unit to the rear of the

Pod. Before you set it in place, make sure the cords mentioned in "C" and “D”

below are hanging into the unit.

C. Drop the power cable down the inside of the booth and through the cable outlet so
it exits out the base of the unit. The power cord can run down the left or the right
side of the unit.

D.  Dropthe motion sensor down the front corner of the booth closest to the hinge
side of the door. This will be attached after the acoustical panels are installed.

E. If optional sofas include integrated power, drop an extension cord down the inside
of the booth wall(s). The extension cord(s) will be connected to the sofa later in the
installation.

F. Connect the power and make sure the light & fan turn off/on via the sensor (the
light intensity and fan speed can be changed by adjusting the dials on the ceiling
panel).

i. If the light and fan do not work, first check all connections on the ceiling
panel.

ii. Reset the motion sensor (See Step 10, E).

iii.  See Electrical Troubleshoot section at the end of this document.

G.  Secure the ceiling panel using 4 - #8 x 1 2" wood screws from the hardware kit.

Evenly space 2 screws on each side wall and screw up from the inside of the Pod

into the ceiling.

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A. To finish the ceiling lift the white ceiling cover into position with the air inlet towards
the left of the booth.
B. Attach the fan cover over the air inlet and secure with 4 - #8 x 34" wood screws from

the hardware kit.

A. Install the internal fabric panels. Both full size panels are interchangeable so it does
not matter which you use for each side wall. Note, if you have an extension cord that
needs to connect to a powered sofa, please pull the cord end through the grommet
before installing the panel.

B. Lift the panel into the booth, line up with frame & push into place making contact with

the 4 clips on each side. Repeat for other side.

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Hang the glass door panel. Adjust the top hinge to make sure the glass sits even in the
frame.

Install the door handle from the hardware kit.

With the door in a closed position make sure the door is square and the gaps are even.
The side glass panels may need to be moved to even the gaps. Simply remove the
glazing seal you installed in Step 4, adjust the glass position and re-install the glazing
seal.

Test the door closure several time to makes the mechanism is working as expected.
Install hinge covers.

Install “V” seal door gasket on both glass panels facing the door. Clean glass edge with
alcohol wipe before adhering. See picture below.

One Way Qutswing Doors
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Test the door again to make sure the closing speed is working properly. If the door
needs adjustment, see instructions at the end of this document.
Give the booth a final clean on the all painted profiles, glass & work surface.
Remove the film covering that is protecting the threshold.
Use a lint roller on the fabric panels to remove any handling marks.
Adjust the motion sensor as follows:
i Press and hold the button on the side for 5 seconds until the red LED
illuminates. Then press:
a. Twice for 10 minutes
b. Three times for 30 minutes
C. Four times for 60 minutes
ii. After the countdown timer is set, the LED will flash the same number of times
the button was pressed to confirm the new timer setting.
F. Secure the motion sensor to the interior top corner by using the double stick tape
provided on the back of the sensor.
G. Install any optional furniture. Installation instructions are supplied at the end of this
document.

C. Note: There may be more than leg to install based on the size of the
table.

D. If applicable, connect electrical outlet to extension cord coming out of the
wall grommet. Push extra cord into the wall through the grommet
opening.
